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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:

1) Open doors and completely lower windows.   

2) Pull down upper portion of glass run.
See Fig. 1.

3) Close doors.  

4) Using a clean, lint free cloth and 90% or greater 
alcohol, wipe any dirt and oil from the mounting 
surface. Let area dry thoroughly. See Fig. 2.

NOTE:
BE SURE THAT BRACKETS ARE INSTALLED IN
CORRECT ORIENTATION AND ON CORRECT PART.
ONCE THE BRACKETS ARE INSTALLED, THEY CAN
NOT BE REMOVED.

Assemble brackets to window deflector by pushing
brackets firmly against the boss on backside deflector
at marked locations.

9) Attach front deflector brackets to front door.

11) Push lightly to tack in place.

 

Peel back 30～40 mm of tape liner from double sided
tape at each pull tab on front and rear deflector.

Fold tape liners onto deflector front surface and
secure with masking tape to ensure that tape liners
are accessible. See Fig. 4.

Apply masking tape 10mm from top edge of door
panel. See Detail A of Fig. 5.

Align deflector curve to front door curve and masking
tape push deflector forward to contact Mirror Base.
See Detail A of Fig. 5.

2mm from door edge ( See Detail C of Fig. 7).Align
rear deflector curve to rear door curve (See Detail D
of Fig. 8).

Align front deflector curve to front door garnish curve.
See Detail B of Fig. 6.

Check all Critical Installation Steps.
