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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:
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Lower tailgate.
Remove and store both rubber bed caps.

Clean area shown using 90% or greater alcohol
solution.

NOTE:
Failure to clean surface could result in
improper fit.

Have an assistant hold mounting plate to LH hole by
aligning raised surface to hole. Hole is located just
behind spare tire.

With a second person holding mounting plate on LH
side, loosely install torx screw.

Have an assistant hold mounting plate to RH hole by
aligning raised surface to hole.

NOTE:

Intall LH side of tailgate guard first. Installing RH
side of tailgate guard first will result in improper
fit.
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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:
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With a second person holding mounting plate on RH
side, loosely install torx screw while applying
pressure to passenger side of tailgate guard by
sitting on part or placing foot over area shown.

Apply pressure to passenger side of tailgate guard
(as done in Step 5c¢) and tighten bolts to 10.5 N-m
(8 ft-1b) using T30 torx screwdriver/wrench or torque
driver with T30 torx head.

Tighten driver side of tailgate guard to 10.5 N-m (8ft-
Ib) using T30 torx screwdriver or torque driver with
T30 torx head.

Removing debris:

Gravel, top soil, and other debris can sometimes
shift underneath tailgate guard. Lift tailgate guard
and brush away debris toward either side to allow
tailgate guard to operate properly.

Unloading gravel, topsoil, and other small particles:
After unloading gravel, top soil or other small
particles, check underneath tailgate guard and
remove debris as described in step 10.
